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The basic message of the feast of the Epiphany is a very simple 
one. It is the showing forth of Christ to all the nations and peo-
ples of the world.  
 
Christ is the light of God, shining in the darkness all around us; 
the one by whose light we are enlightened, the one by whom the 
straight path is shown to us, so that we do not have to continue 
walking in darkness.  
 
When we follow the Lord who is our light and our salvation we 
are fulfilling the vision of the prophet Zechariah, who saw the 
peoples of the earth responding to the people of the Covenant 
with the words, òLet us go with you, for we have heard that God 
is with you.ó (Zechariah 8:23) 
 
Our Lord Jesus Christ is exactly that: òGod-with -us.ó And we are 
called to show forth this truth to all the world. It is the priceless 
gift that God has entrusted to His Church. And the mission of 
the Church is to share this gift. 
 
Christ has illuminated the meaning of human life for us. He has 
shown the world in which each of us must live out his life in its 
true colors. He shows us the world for what it really is. All this 
because he is the Son of Man, the basic human reality of our 
world.  
 
And so we can say that we live in him, dwell in him. We exist in 
the light of Christ; just as we exist in the light of the sun. And we 
can pray that as our eyes grow more and more accustomed to the 
light of Christ, so we also will come more and more to see with 
his eyes, and learn to look at our world with his vision, unim-
paired and true.  
 
In this season of Epiphany the prayer of every Christian can be 
for the fulfillment of the prophecy of Zechariah. Pray that the 
world might look at us, and instead of us, see Christ, and say: 
òWe will go with you, for we see that God is with you.ó

Unfortunately, the pledges received by yearõs end 

and anticipated income figures are not sufficient to cover 

the costs by a deficit of $70,000!   Vestry will be scrutinizing 

each and every expense as good stewards of the resources 

we have.    Much prayer will be needed from month -to-

month to fulfill our financial obligations.   

Cathy Menard, the transitioning Financial  Officer for the 

N.H. Diocese, came to St. Paulõs on Monday, December 19, 

to perform an audit of our financial records.  The previous 

audit having been done in 2008, Ann Huddleston pulled 

together the three years of documentation (three full 

boxes!)  required for this audit.
